EMERGENCY STATE RULE ALLOWS FOR THINNING FORESTS

TO PROTECT COMMUNITIES

Soper-Wheeler Company First to Remove Hazardous
Trees Under Emergency Rule — Media Invited to View Operation

Given the increased risk for wildfire this year in California, the State Board of Forestry and Fire Protection recently
enacted an emergency rule to allow landowners near communities to quickly remove trees and brush to minimize potential
fire threats to those communities. The regulation gives communities at risk and landowners in the wildland-urban interface
a more efficient way to reduce the risk of damage and loss associated with catastrophic fire and direct threats to homes.
Prior to the rule, time-consuming timber harvest plans were required.

The Soper-Wheeler Company, a 100-year-old forestry company in Northern California, is the first major landowner to use
the emergency regulation to clear trees and brush from an overgrown area near Brownsville, located northeast of

Marysville.
